A motion was made and unanimously approved to deny the
ordinance, and to direct staff to draft another ordinance that would only remove setbacks
between bars and places of worship if the place of worship was located in a mall, shopping
center, or industrial park within a GC, M-1 or LI zoning district. Because the ordinance was
denied, a public hearing was not opened.
